PLEASE TAKE NOTICE that Jersey Shore Beach and Boardwalk Company, Inc. has filed a quiet title action in the Superior Court of New Jersey, Chancery Division, Monmouth County entitled Jersey Shore Beach and Boardwalk Company, Inc. v. Borough of Keansburg, et als., Docket No. MON-C-48-19 (the “Action”) seeking a determination as to the ownership of the real property identified on the Keansburg tax map as Block 184, Lot 3 (including the Lot informally known as Lot 3.01 and the Lots now subdivided and known as Lots 3.02 and 3.03)(collectively, the “Property”) and that the Borough of Keansburg has filed a Third Party Complaint in the Action seeking to quiet title and to obtain a judgment of adverse possession against Third Party Defendant Keansburg Heights Company determining that Keansburg Heights Company no longer has any ownership rights in any portions of the Property.  

Pursuant to New Jersey Court Rule 4:4-5, this Notice of Publication shall be considered service of process against Third Party Defendant Keansburg Heights Company in this Action.  Keansburg Heights Company is hereby notified that if it disputes the allegations in the Third Party Complaint filed against it in this Action, it must file an Answer or other responsive pleading with the Clerk Monmouth County Chancery Division, Monmouth County Courthouse, One East Main Street, Freehold, NJ 07728-1266, with copies to David A. Clark, Esq., Gluck Walrath LLP, 428 River View Plaza, Trenton, New Jersey 08611 (attorney for Third Party Plaintiff Borough of Keansburg) and Ronald S. Gasiorowski, Esq., Gasiorowski & Holobinko, 54 Broad St # 302, Red Bank, NJ 07701 (attorney for Plaintiff Jersey Shore Beach and Boardwalk Company, Inc.), within thirty-five (35) days of publication of this Notice.  If Keansburg Heights Company does not file a timely responsive pleading, the Court may enter a judgment against it for the relief sought by Third Party Plaintiff the Borough of Keansburg within its Third Party Complaint. Moreover, if Keansburg Heights Company is unable to obtain an attorney, it may communicate with the Lawyer Referral Service of Monmouth County, as Monmouth County is where Keansburg Heights Company was last known to operate and it is the county in which this Action is pending.
