The subject property, also known as 34 Shadyside Ave, is located within the Single Family Residential (R-5) Zoning District. The existing developed lot is an interior lot with road frontage on Shadyside Ave and is surrounded by residential lots. The applicant is seeking approval to construct a second-story addition to the existing, one-story, 2-bedroom, single-family dwelling, with associated elevated balcony and porch, located at 34 Shadyside Ave. Property is located in the “Coastal AE” Flood Zone, with a flood elevation of 11’.
Mr. Coffey stated that the owner, Mr. Hakimzadeh, has owned the property for over a year. The house is currently in a process of being elevated. He is proposing to put a second story addition and increase the number of bedrooms from 2 to 4.

Questions from the Board:

Q: How many off street parking are required for 4 bedrooms?

A: Three (3).

Q: How many are existing?

A: The listing for the sale of the property stated one (1).

Q: There is a Variance sought for off street parking, can the number of bedrooms be reduced?

Q: Will the sidewalk be replaced once the house is elevated?

A: Yes, they will be replaced and new apron put in.
